Priory Belvoir Sociology 
Curriculum Intent 

The principal intent of the Sociology curriculum is to provide students with knowledge of how society functions, and enable them to constantly think about and question issues and events that occur in their everyday lives. By the end of the course the intention is that they will begin to form their own view about big issues in society and they will be able to articulate which sociological view they are closest to on any given topic.
Although we will follow the GCSE syllabus the teaching will be sequenced in such a way that the modules build from fundamental knowledge to the more complex issues later in the course. i.e., Culture, then Family finishing with Crime. Lessons will be designed to engage and include all, with thought provoking questions that lead to discussions at various levels and help those who want to study Sociology or a related subject at KS5 to do so. Lessons will be scaffolded so all students can access the learning.   

Curriculum Implementation: 

· Students will benefit for a logical sequenced approach to studying Sociology – so they learn the fundamentals of the subject by studying how culture is shaped, moving on how and why the family has changed so much in the last seventy years
· By covering these two modules first, other more complex ideas within the Crime and Inequalities units will be easier to grasp because the fundamental views will be embedded
· Students to benefit from a variety of activities: stimulating videos on the topical subjects covered; small and large groups discussions so each person can formulate and articulate an opinion; reading texts and tables so students can learn to interpret and comprehend information correctly 
· Students will also benefit from interleaving activities to maximise knowledge recall
· Students will benefit from a variety of activities taken instantly from the contemporary world to encourage them to be more aware of the society around them and to understand different concepts of thinking
 

Curriculum Impact 

· Will get students talking about Sociology and society on a daily basis and apply their knowledge to current affairs
· Students will be more knowledgeable and have skills needed to be a citizen of the world: respect, tolerance and understanding of all cultures and traditions
· A thirst for knowledge of the people, past and present
· More confident students in Sociology and other Humanities subjects 
· An increase in students’ performance in Sociology
