Lesson 16 - Mini-Mock on Culture

	The course starts with an understanding of how culture is formed. We revisit these key terms and ideas constantly through the rest of the course. E.g. In crime module we explore the idea that ‘deviance’ changes over time and place. 

There is a flow to the lessons – so by the end of the unit we understand how society is formed

Most assessments here are low stakes to gain knowledge of key terms and ideas. Begin to introduce one and two paragraph answers with PEEL format ready for later in course when we use similar format but extend it
 I  introduce an 8 marker AO1 and AO2 to start skills formation early.

The Family module leads on naturally from the Culture module – as culture is primarily formed through primary socialisation – i.e. the family.

Through this module we do lots of low stakes quizzes but intro more and more 2 and 4 mark questions – to consolidate the PEEL approach.

Then intro the first analytical essay around lesson 10, where we do lots of prep work – exemplars, writing frames etc – to teach the skills of analysis and evaluation which will be repeated again and again

	Although Crime is in Paper 2 I have chosen to teach this module in Year 1 – to simply break the course up and make it interesting and challenging. Otherwise – the course becomes too repetitive (if we do Education now) 

By doing this it also shows students that the 15 mark questions aren’t as formulaic as first thought. The 15 marker on Crime requires more ‘creative thinking’ – this is the right time to increase the challenge. 


So in the first half we do an 8 marker but prime for the second half where we do a 15 marker, which we have lots of time to think through. 

This is all leading to a more comprehensive Mock at the 
End of the next module, which will cover all A0s, and all content up to this point.

The Inequalities unit follows on from some key issues in the Crime module re: crime stats in certain groups: young black working class men – and the inequalities they suffer, so we revisit some key themes throughout the unit. The early part of the module we cover the fundamentals: e.g. meritocracy and the views around it, which are the foundation of the unit.  


A continuation of the Inequalities module – where we build on the idea of meritocracy and revist elements of the crime module. By this time we are constantly referring back to elements in the family module – i.e. Underclass and cycle of deprivation, and culture – i.e. Feral children and poor socialisation. 

As well as the norm of low stakes quizzes and 2 and 4 marker questions within normal lessons we revist how to answer an analytical question, this time it is worth 9 marks.
