Music at Priory Belvoir
Intent 
The Music curriculum intends to inspire creativity, self-expression and encourages our students on their musical journey, as well as giving them opportunities to connect with others. I hope to foster a life-long love of music by exposing them to diverse musical experiences and igniting a passion for music. By listening and responding to different musical styles, finding their voices as singers and performers, and as composers, will enable them to become confident, reflective musicians. 
The aims of the music curriculum are to develop students who
· Can sing and use their voices individually and in a group
· Create and compose music on their own and with others
· Have opportunities to learn a musical instrument
· Understand and explore how music is created, produced and communicated
· Listen to the work of great composers and musicians from a range of historical periods, genres, styles and traditions
· Enjoy and have an appreciation of a range of different musical styles e.g. classical, hip-hop, Indian, Pop, Latin American and many more
· Use and understand musical language
· Have different opportunities to take part in performances
· May find that music is a way to help improve their mental health
My music curriculum allows students of all levels of ability, from all backgrounds and with any level of SEND to access the joy of music thought listening, composing and performing. Work is scaffolded so that SEND students are not made to stand out as being different, but have their needs met just like those with no additional needs. 
Implementation
The music curriculum ensures that students sing, listen, play, and perform. These activities are embedded in classroom activities, as well as through extra-curricular clubs various concerts and performances, the learning of instruments and the coming together of the Expressive Arts subjects for whole school productions every year. 
Basic concepts of music are taught in year 7 and built upon as the students move up the years and students have the opportunity to learn four different instruments in KS3 without having private lessons – drums, singing, piano and ukulele.  
Different forms of notation are taught so students are aware there is no one rule fits all approach to music. 
Impact
At KS3, all students have one hour of music per week, and in at GCSE, students receive 5 hours over each fortnight.
I believe that a Musical education is the right of every pupil. Music is a universal language that embodies one of the highest forms of creativity. A high-quality music education should engage and inspire pupils to develop a love of music and their talent as musicians, and so increase their self-confidence, creativity and sense of achievement. As pupils progress, they should develop a critical engagement with music, allowing them to compose, and to listen with discrimination to the best in the musical canon. 
Ultimately, I want students to find a way of being happy in life. Music is such a huge part of that for so many people in the world, and it’s my job, through this curriculum to give them all a chance to experience this.
