MFL Curriculum intent: knowledge-engaged
The principal intent of the MFL curriculum is to strengthen the literacy, communication and thinking skills of students whilst developing their knowledge of the world around them, so they are growing into confident, thoughtful and tolerant young adults.
To this purpose, the MFL curriculum provides a coherent knowledge base that is appropriately powerful, transferable and intelligently sequenced, thereby enabling pupils to retain and recall knowledge, develop understanding and apply skills. The sequencing of SOW at both KS3 and 4 is interleaved to maximise retention of knowledge.
The MFL department also adds engaging activities, tailored to the class ability, using our bronze, silver, gold and platinum objectives. The department also offers a range of cultural lessons in order to broaden students’ horizons, and this will continue into KS4 to allow students to build a stronger knowledge about the outside world and current issues of Francophone countries. This knowledge will also prepare them for A-level, should they wish to carry on after their GCSE.
The department commits to stay up to date with techniques of teaching that will allow students to retain information more effectively.
