Curriculum Intent
The principal intent of the History curriculum is to provide students with knowledge of the past in order to understand the world around them today. Through historical enquiries, we aim to encourage students to empathise with their ancestors, so deepening their understanding and appreciation of the societies around them and how they, as individuals, fit in to society today.
The History curriculum provides a breadth of knowledge, sequenced to enable pupils to retain and recall factual information, deepen historical understanding and apply evaluative and analytical skills. Through investigating enquiry questions such as “What was the impact of the First World War on people’s lives?” and “What helped the struggle for equal rights in Britain?”, students are able to develop these important skills effectively, whilst provoking a sense of connection to people and events of the past that have influenced modern day. The sequencing of the SOW at KS3 is chronological in order for students to see how far we, as a society, have come throughout history, whilst historical skills are interleaved in order to develop students’ application of these skills. 
The History department embeds engaging activities and thought-provoking questions to develop a passion for the subject.  We challenge every student to reach their full potential and to take away from History lessons that they should both question and appreciate the world around them. Our Key Stage 4 curriculum allows students to build on their knowledge and understanding so to prepare them for the demands of the A-level curriculum, should they wish to carry on after their GCSE. 
Our curriculum supports all learners, including SEN and disadvantaged, through quality first and adaptive teaching in order to provide individualised support to ensure all learners can achieve their full potential. Our adaptive teaching includes, but is not limited to, resources to support comprehension and writing ability, task completion support and individual questioning. This support will be continuously evaluated by the department to ensure that all learners are able to overcome any barriers they face to their learning. We have high expectations for all of our learners and we will ensure that they are fully equipped to achieve them. 
Curriculum Implementation:
· Students to benefit from a variety of activities, from group work to work that requires them to move around the classroom, to work outside the classroom walls, so students can enjoy their lessons whilst learning.
· To apply interleaving activities to maximise knowledge recall.  
· At KS3, to ensure that students develop a broad knowledge of topics throughout History, ranging from the Norman Conquest to present day. Whilst some of the knowledge is built on further at KS4, the majority has been selected in order to deepen students love for learning history. 
· To offer a variety of activities to encourage students to be more aware of the world around them and to understand a different concept of thinking.
· To offer trips to further engage students how history has shaped the world. This includes a trip to the World War One Battlefields.
Curriculum impact
· Get students talking about history on a daily basis and apply their knowledge to current affairs.
· Students will be more knowledgeable and have skills needed to be a citizen of the world: respect, tolerance and understanding of all cultures and traditions.
