Trust Geography Intent
Geography can help young people make sense of their place in the world. The world in which we live is constantly changing and faces many challenges, both physical and human. 
 
Geography allows students the opportunity to engage with social, economic, environmental and political debate, considering their own choices, decisions and opinions about their local community in a global setting. 
 
Geographers seek to understand the causes, consequences and management of these problems. In doing so, students are inspired to be curious, forward thinking yet compassionate about the world around them.
 
Students gain an understanding of the natural world and the physical processes that shape environments, there is an opportunity to explore interdependence between the natural and the human world. 
 
Students can cultivate an understanding of sustainability and the impact that they can have on an ever-changing planet. Fieldwork is vital as it allows students the opportunity for ‘real life’ geography outside of the classroom. 
 
Geographical Information Systems (GIS) is now also a fundamental part of the geography curriculum allowing students the opportunity to experience a newer branch of technological geography. 
 
Skills such as research and enquiry, data collection and evaluation are developed and students become confident in using geographical terminology and language – all of which are transferable to other subjects and wider aspects of life. Geography remains at the heart of allowing students to understand their role on the planet.
