	Year 7: Theme – Heroes and Villains

	Year 7 - 1
	Victorian Children’s Literature 

	Substantive Knowledge:
To know how an author creates a villainous character through their use of language and structure.

Disciplinary Knowledge: Predicting, close reading, basic comprehension , skimming, scanning, questioning, reading backwards and forwards, 
visualising, inferring meaning, empathising, language and structure analysis

	Summative Assessment on extract from Alice in Wonderland by Lewis Caroll (Queen of Hearts)
All lessons have a review of previous learning via low stake quizzes (multiple choice, fill in the blanks, true or false, re-ordering).

	Starting with Victorian children’s literature to form the basis of ideas of how language is used to create characters in preparation for writing unit. 
Interleaving – Reading and writing skills are constantly revisited within the schemes of work.


Assessment to identify students’ knowledge of writers’ methods and the effects on readers. 
	Use of PEEL paragraphs - whole school language for learning strategy.  

Discussions involving what makes characters heroes/villains

	The wisdom of writers to select choices of language and structure to deliberately create effect and manipulate readers is explored too. 


	
	
	Short story:
Sherlock Holmes: The Red Headed League by Arthur Conan Doyle (TBC) – to form a bridge between 19th C fiction and imaginative writing (looking at language and structure, and overall narrative structure)

	Students to develop a passion for reading through their first experience of reading together as a class.

	Year 7 - 2
	Imaginative Writing

	Substantive Knowledge:
Understand the narrative structure of a basic narrative and the techniques used by authors to describe characters and settings. 

Disciplinary knowledge: 
Whole text organisation (clear beginning, middle, end), whole text narrative structure (problem, crisis, resolution) paragraphing. Varied sentence structure within paragraphs.
Ability to use figurative writing techniques such as: metaphor, simile, verbs, personification, five senses, adjectives and adverbs, colours, emotive language.
Correctly laid out and punctuated dialogue.
Deliberate and adventurous use of vocabulary.

	
All lessons have a review of previous learning via low stake quizzes (multiple choice, fill in the blanks, true or false, re-ordering).

Summative Assessment 
Trust Common Assessment to write the opening of a story featuring a hero or a villain,  including a description of a setting and establishment of character. 

	Writing to come after the reading to implement ideas, vocabulary and sentence construction within student’s own writing.


Writing assessment to be moderated across the academy trust to ensure all students across the federation are able to write fluently and accurately. 


	Language for learning techniques for writing such as non negotiable spellings

	20th Century Fiction (novel)

	Substantive Knowledge: To know the plot of the novel Private Peaceful, following through the themeof conflict and to see where the four types of conflict are explored. 

Disciplinary knowledge: 
Predicting, close reading, basic comprehension , skimming, scanning, questioning, reading backwards and forwards, 
visualising, inferring meaning, empathising.

	Group Oral Presentation: How does Morpurgo present the theme of conflict in the novel?

All lessons have a review of previous learning via low stake quizzes (multiple choice, fill in the blanks, true or false, re-ordering).

	
The novel to come after extracts and short stories for students to have exposure of a full text. This also links to the novel Resist  (Reading forPleasure) which incorporates another story of war, from a young male perspective of WW1 and one of a young female perspective of WW2.


Teacher marking of oral assessments will assess students’ ability to analyse a theme, and speaking and listening skills.
	Use of PEEL paragraphs (adapted to PETH) - whole school language for learning strategy.  

	Passion for reading for pleasure is instilled throughout this module. 

Students also show their own courage through performing their oral assessments in front of the class.  

	Year 7 - 3
	Shakespeare
A Midsummer Night’s Dream
	Substantive Knowledge: Students to understand the plot and have knowledge of the characters and themes in the play. Students to understand the context of the play and have knowledge of the time in which Shakespeare was writing. Students to be taught about features of a playscript.

Disciplinary Knowledge:
Predicting, close reading, basic comprehension , skimming, scanning, questioning, summarising, evaluating, speaking and listening. 


	LSQ on plot and comprehension of the play and the characters. 

Summative assessment: 
Group oral presentation on “Who is to blame for the chaos between the lovers in the play?”
Trust Common Assessment 

	
Students to have their first exposure to Shakespeare and another form of narrative structure by reading extracts from the playscript as well as watching it be performed. 


Teacher marking of oral assessments will assess students’ ability to evaluate a statement and speaking, listening and communication skills. 

	Use of PEEL (PETH) paragraphs whole school language for learning strategy.  

	Students are introduced to Shakespeare’s wisdom of the world around him and how he has reflected this into his plays. 

Students are encouraged to show their own creative passion when creating set designs and costumes for if they were to stage their own Shakespeare production.

	Year 7 - 4
	Comparative Non-Fiction




	Substantive Knowledge: To know the different types of non-fiction texts, the purposes for writing and the techniques used to fulfil the purpose of the text. 
Disciplinary knowledge: 
Predicting, close reading, basic comprehension , skimming, scanning, questioning, reading backwards and forwards, 
visualising, inferring meaning, empathising, language and structure analysis, comparison


	
All
 lessons have a review of previous learning via low stake quizzes (multiple choice, fill in the blanks, tru or false, re-ordering).

	

Non-fiction to come first to introduce students to different forms of writing before them attempting their own transactional piece. 

Progress reading assessment – measure progress from Reading Assessment 1

Discussions around real life heroes e.g. foodbank supporters, Pride of Britain winners etc.

	Poetry

	Substantive Knowledge:
To know key poetry terminology to see how poets construct their work. Students to learn the words propaganda, pride, persuade and patriotism to explore themes within the poems.

· Who’s for the Game? – Jessie Pope
· The Hero – Siegfried Sassoon

Disciplinary knowledge: 
Predicting, close reading, basic comprehension, skimming, scanning, questioning, reading backwards and forwards, 
visualising, inferring meaning, empathising, language and structure analysis, comparison.

	Low stakes multiple choice quiz on content, language and structure of poems. As well as the Year 7 exam on unseen poetry.

	Year 7 - 5
	Evaluating Film Trailers

	Substantive Knowledge:
To know the purpose of a film trailer and how directors use themes, ideas, events, people and settings to create an effective trailer using superhero film tailers.


Disciplinary knowledge: 
Predicting, close reading, basic comprehension, skimming, scanning, questioning,  
visualising, inferring meaning, empathising, evaluating, oracy, presenting, basic film language.

	Group Oral Presentation:  How does the trailer/filmmaker effectively establish who the hero and villain are in the movie?
All lessons have a review of previous learning via low stake quizzes (multiple choice, fill in the blanks, true or false, re-ordering).

	
Students to use their knowledge of writers techniques to achieve a purpose to then consider how directors do the same. 

Teacher marking of oral assessments will assess students’ ability to evaluate, and speaking and listening skills.

	Year 7 - 6
	Transactional Writing
Writing for audience and purpose and VSPAG


	
Substantive Knowledge: To know the conventions of a letter and the methods most used by authors for the purpose of persuasion. 

Disciplinary knowledge: 
Whole text organisation (introduction, topic paragraphs, counter argument, conclusion), paragraphing.
Varied sentence structure within paragraphs.
Ability to use transactional writing techniques such as anecdote, alliteration, fact, opinion, rhetorical question, repetition, exaggeration, emotive language, statistics, triples.

	Summative assessment Write a letter to your headteacher persuading them to let your hero come and give a motivational speech to Year 7

Most lessons have a review of previous learning via low stake quizzes (multiple choice, fill in the blanks, true or false, re-ordering).

	
Students to use knowledge from their study of non-fiction texts to produce their own piece of persuasive writing. 

Progress writing assessment – measure progress from writing Assessment 1

	Year 7 - 6

	
	Speaking and Listening

	Substantive Knowledge:
To know the key features and techniques used in a speech. 

Disciplinary knowledge: 
Ability to use transactional writing techniques such as anecdote, alliteration, fact, opinion, rhetorical question, repetition, exaggeration, emotive language, statistics, triples.
Delivery- eye contact, audible, gestures,  engagement with audience through use of rhetorical devices

	
Students to deliver individual oral presentations on their hero. 

All lessons have a review of previous learning via low stake quizzes (multiple choice, fill in the blanks, true or false, re-ordering).


	
Students to use the knowledge and confidence they have gained from their group presentations to now be able to do these individually. 

Teacher marking of oral assessment will assess students’ speaking and listening skills.

	Presentation Skills
	Students to show courage when performing their presentations about their own personal hero.

Year 7
	All students in Year 7 have an hour a week of reading for pleasure. This involves independent reading, reading to members of staff, discussion based on books and reading, creating presentations on books they have read and completing reading journals. 

All students read three texts across the year to compliment the study of heroes and villains.  
	All lessons have a review of previous learning via low stake quizzes (multiple choice, fill in the blanks, true or false, re-ordering).

	Conventions of heroes and villains to again be explored through the themes in the chosen novels. 
	The books chosen relate to themes of curriculum text, and are chosen due to their quality of writing and wider values: class discussion is frequent. 
	Students are encouraged to develop a passion for reading and literature.
