	Year 7: Theme – The Formal Elements and Introductory Skills

	
Year 7 - 1
	
Introduction to Formal Elements: Drawing, colour and composition

	
Substantive Knowledge:
To recognise the meaning of key terminology: line, colour, shape, form, tone and composition.  To understand the knowledge embedded within the structure of the colour wheel. To learn about the techniques used in the work of Jasper Johns.

Disciplinary Knowledge/ Skills: 
Practising blending and mixing with pencil crayons to complete a colour wheel. Applying the skills learned to produce an independent front cover inspired by Jasper Johns. Practising gradient skills, 3D shape construction, tonal shading and shadows. Introduction to sketchbook presentation skills. 

Vocabulary:
Composition, Primary colours, Secondary colours, Tertiary colours, Harmonious colours, Complementary colours, Blend, Tone, Shape, Form, Shading, Value, Gradient, Ellipse, Cast Shadow,
Form Shadow 

	
Baseline assessment for AO3 initial drawing ability: independent construction of 3D shapes. 

All tasks completed will be reviewed and relevant targets set on a feedback sheet in the front of the sketchbook to assist with AFL and progress.

	
Sequence- Starting with isolated skills to explore the formal elements is the foundation for all future projects. 
Interleaving – Tonal shading and colour theory skills are constantly revisited within the KS3/4 schemes of work.


Assessment to track progress with drawing skills and sketchbook presentation methods.
	
Teaching of key words and learning of key spellings - whole school reading strategy. 

Links with Maths and DT re: 3D shape recognition and construction.  

Introduction to self-evaluation and reflection to develop resilience 

CURRICULUM EXTENSION TASK- Design initials, names, birthday or an important number/date in the style of Jasper Johns

Year 7 - 2
	
Consolidation of formal Elements: Drawing, colour and composition 
	
Substantive Knowledge:
To appreciate how a range of artists have explored commemoration through Remembrance commissions, analysing a range of 3D responses. To understand the principles of pictorial and compositional space through background, foreground, cast and form shadows. 

Disciplinary Knowledge/ Skills: 
Creation of group response for Remembrance Day. Development of compositional skills focused on 3D shape consolidation with colour and blending. 

Vocabulary: 
Commemorate, Horizon Line, Foreground, Background, Reflection




	
Summative Assessment
Trust Common Assessment Framework: AO3 assessment task through the completion of independent 3D shape composition. 

All tasks completed will be reviewed and relevant targets set on a feedback sheet in the front of the sketchbook to assist with AFL and progress.

Key words from Module 1 to be tested in multiple choice/definition match low stakes test. 
	
Simultaneous exploration and selection of skills from previous colour theory and shading exercises. 

Assessment to monitor progress and the implementation of previous drawing, shading and blending targets when assessing work. Opportunity to correct any previous misconception with technique. 
	
Group work displays to be used in the library for Remembrance.

Language for learning – expanding knowledge of formal elements vocab

Links with History and English re: war commemoration and poetry.

CURRICULUM EXTENSION TASK- Colour study of 3D shapes on black background

	
Students to develop a passion for practical work through sustained engagement and resilience whilst studying longer projects. 

	
Year 7 - 3
	
Introduction to perspective, painting skills and mark making techniques 
	
Substantive Knowledge: 
Students to develop a foundation knowledge of one point perspective and its origins within the context of art history. An introduction to mark making will provide alternative methods for capturing tone, and texture without applying previous shading skills. The work of Vincent Van Gogh will be analysed. 

Disciplinary Knowledge:
Drawing exercises to explore simple shapes and letters with one point perspective. Colour mixing, blending, tinting and shading techniques practised. Practical responses to the work of Van Gogh, using monochrome techniques to explore line and mark making. An introduction to descriptive writing. 

Vocabulary:
Vanishing point, Construction line, Diagonal line, Tint, Shade, Mark making, Gesture

	
Summative Assessment
Trust Common Assessment Framework: AO1 assessment task through the completion of Van Gogh mark making task.

All tasks completed will be reviewed and relevant targets set on a feedback sheet in the front of the sketchbook to assist with AFL and progress. 

Written comments to support with whole school approach to SPAG and writing when completing descriptive writing. 

Key words from Module 2 to be tested in multiple choice/definition match low stakes test.


	
Sequencing- colour theory to be developed further through the challenge of paint and creation of tints/shades. 
Interleaving- The effects of mark making as a method to show tone and texture to be directly compared to previous learning of shading gradients. 


Teacher assessments will monitor fine motor skills required for small scale mark making.  

	
Teaching of key words and learning of key spellings for perspective and mark making - whole school reading strategy to teach key words and terminology.


Links with DT and Maths re: one point perspective. 

Discussions regarding mental health, personal challenge and sense of ‘other’ in relation to Van Gogh’s life

CURRICULUM EXTENSION TASK- Creative colour collage challenge

	
Students are introduced to Van Gogh’s wisdom of the world around him and how he records this through mark making. 

Students are encouraged to show engagement and passion when exploring alternative drawing styles

	
Year 7 - 4
	
Perspective, painting and mark making development/consolidation via artist investigations



	
Substantive Knowledge: 
To know how to plan and refine ideas, using annotation and evaluation skills, which lead to a personal outcome. An introduction to Land Art and the work of Andy Goldsworthy/ Richard Serra as a concept of balance, form and symmetry. An introduction to photography as a form of communication to capture a moment. 

Disciplinary knowledge: 
Planning of watercolour landscape designs which show the influence of Van Gogh. This develops into a personal, collaged outcome completed with paint

Creation of a personal sculpture based on nature and the elements, which is recorded and presented through photography. 

Vocabulary: 
Refine, Present, Focal point, Proportion, Ratio, Sculpture
Installation, Texture, Balance
	
Summative Assessment
Trust Common Assessment Framework: AO2 and AO4  assessment task through the completion of painted landscape response. 

All tasks completed will be reviewed and relevant targets set on a feedback sheet in the front of the sketchbook to assist with AFL and progress. 

Written comments to support with whole school approach to SPAG and writing when completing descriptive writing. 

Key words from Module 3 to be tested in multiple choice/definition match low stakes test.


	

Sequencing: Introduction to Trust Common Assessment Framework featuring AO1 Develop, AO2 Explore, AO3 Record and AO4 to Present; planning work is refined to become a personal outcome. 

Teacher assessment will capture the link between AO2 and AO4 to show refinement.

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Year 7 - 5
	
Thematic Study and Personal Study on theme of Pop Art/ Modern Day Consumerism 


	
Substantive Knowledge:
To know key terminology and historical concepts surrounding the Pop Art movement, as well as recognition of how the formal elements are used in iconic Pop Art works of art. The styles of three key practitioners will be compared and contrasted: Roy Lichtenstein, Wayne Thiebaud and Sarah Graham. 

Disciplinary knowledge: 
Observational drawing of everyday items and branded goods using grid technique and secondary resource. Artist transcriptions using colour to investigate saturation in the work of Sarah Graham and Wayne Thiebuad. 

Vocabulary:
Repeat, Line weight, Benday dots, consumerism, Observation, Primary resource, Secondary resource, Transcription/ transcribe , Saturation, Dry media, Wet media, Collage



	
Summative Assessment
Trust Common Assessment Framework: AO1, 2 and AO3 assessment tasks through the completion of artist responses, material use and observational drawing. 

All tasks completed will receive verbal feedback, peer reviews and self assessment whilst in progress. 


Key words from Module 4 to be tested in multiple choice/definition match low stakes test.


	
Sequencing- consolidation of previous colour theory and drawing skills, achieved with the methodical approach to delivering tasks suitable for AO1, AO2 and AO3 assessment.

Interleaving- recall of previous drawing and colour theory knowledge and application of further refined skills

Substantive Knowledge:
To know how to present a personal response, and what factors should influence a personal response i.e. artist research and initial sketches, material investigations and planning. To know that there are numerous pathways concerning art, including vocational links and training routes. 

Disciplinary knowledge: 
To consolidate all previous learning of drawing and colour theory in a colourful response inspired by branding and showing the colour skills of either Roy Lichtenstein, Sarah Graham, Wayne Thiebaud or a combination of all three. A creative evaluation page will summarise key knowledge from contextual research and the strengths/weaknesses of the practical work submitted.
