Year 8 - 1
	
Introduction of Art as a form of Visual Communication: How to express personal ideas and concepts

Doodle art and pattern/ composition investigations inspired by Guy McKinley

Development of observational drawing using grid technique and tonal development 

	
Substantive Knowledge:
To recognise the value of Art as visual communication as a means to explore a range of contemporary contexts and social issues. Introduction to work of Chris Ofili and Barbara Kruger. To understand the meaning of key terminology: weight of line, pattern and composition.  To learn about the concepts, pattern techniques and composition skills used in Guy McKinley work. To understand the differences between Photorealism and Hyperrealism.  

Disciplinary Knowledge/ Skills: 
Applying weight of line, rhythm, scale and shape to pattern design compositions inspired by Guy McKinley as a front cover. Practising the use of a grid technique to draw and shade trainers/shoes from a secondary resource. Emphasis to be placed on texture and weight of line when drawing. 

Vocabulary:
Concept, Motif, Scale, Rhythm, Repetition, Pattern, Weight of line, Photorealism, Hyperrealism, Texture 
	
Baseline assessment for AO3 initial drawing ability: independent use of grid technique to draw a pattern-based Venetian mask. 

All tasks completed will be reviewed and relevant targets set on a feedback sheet in the front of the sketchbook to assist with AFL and progress.

Summative Assessment
Trust Common Assessment Framework: AO3 assessment task through the completion of observation of trainers 

	
Sequence- Development of drawing skills and use of grid established in Year 7 
Interleaving – Tonal shading and colour theory skills are constantly revisited within the KS3/4 schemes of work.


Assessment to track progress with drawing skills, accuracy of grid and sketchbook presentation methods.
	
Teaching of key words and learning of key spellings - whole school reading strategy.

Consolidation of observational drawing using grid technique and tonal development

Artist study of choice 

Introduction to mixed media and printmaking

Introduction to photography and digital editing skills                                                                             

	
Substantive Knowledge:
To appreciate how a range of artists used trainers as a starting point for observational work. To understand how a research page can be constructed and presented. To know how print making differs from traditional drawing and paintings. To understand how to layer materials in the completion of a mixed media piece. To understand how to frame a photograph and use focus/leading lines.

Disciplinary Knowledge/ Skills: 
Completion of tonal drawing with greater attempt to observe and achieve realism than in Year 7.  Generation of an annotated, colourful artist study with mark making and colour theory, inspired by Gordon Smedt, Paul Wright, Raymond Logan or Van Gogh. An introduction to monoprinting technique with mixed media background to refine materials when observing trainers. A personal page with creative presentation of first-hand photography on relevant theme.

Vocabulary: 
Dry media, Brush strokes, Printmaking, Monoprint, Frottage, Ground, Exposure, Leading lines




	
Summative Assessment
Trust Common Assessment Framework: AO2 assessment task through the completion of mixed media piece with monoprint. 

All tasks completed will be reviewed and relevant targets set on a feedback sheet in the front of the sketchbook to assist with AFL and progress.

Key words from Module 1 to be tested in multiple choice/definition match low stakes test. 
	
Interleaving- Simultaneous exploration and selection of skills from previous colour theory, mark making and shading exercises completed in Year 7. 

Assessment to monitor progress and the implementation of previous drawing, targets when assessing work. Opportunity to correct any previous misconception with technique. 
	
Language for learning – expanding knowledge of formal elements vocab

Year 8 - 3
	
Cultural study: Development of personal ideas and mixed media work via Graffiti project

Banner making group project inspired by Keith Haring and Robert Rauschenberg


	
Substantive Knowledge: 
Students to develop an understanding of the emergence of graffiti art and its context within art history. The work of key practitioners such as Banksy, Keith Haring and PichiAvo should be recognised.  

Disciplinary Knowledge:
Drawing exercises to create and review simple tag designs. Composition and mixed media work to combine frottage, ink, collage, watercolour and drawing as a final graffiti composition on a theme of choice, with associated role model drawn with mark making.

Vocabulary:
Tag Design, Graffiti, Acetate

	
Summative Assessment
Trust Common Assessment Framework: AO2 assessment task through the completion of graffiti project

All tasks completed will be reviewed and relevant targets set on a feedback sheet in the front of the sketchbook to assist with AFL and progress. 

Written comments to support with whole school approach to SPAG and writing when completing descriptive writing. 

Key words from Module 2 to be tested in multiple choice/definition match low stakes test.


	
Sequencing- colour theory to be developed further through the selection of limited palette for text, referencing harmonious colours in Year 7. 
Interleaving- The previous composition skills and colour theory will be linked.


Teacher assessments will monitor composition, colour and mark making skills

	
Links with PSHE to explore positive role models and concepts

Discussions regarding mental health, personal challenge and sense of ‘other’ in relation to Graffiti and the origins of the movement; opportunity to work individually and in groups

Year 8 - 4
	
Mixed media Memory Box inspired by Joseph Cornell, completed with observational drawings and ephemera



	
Substantive Knowledge: 
An understanding of memory boxes, installation and the concept of ephemera as a form of art should be understood through the study of Joseph Cornell. Shared concepts with physics of nature, balance, gravity and assemblage to be understood. Artists who have used found materials to be investigated.


Disciplinary knowledge: 
Small scale observational drawings from primary and secondary resources of natural forms and animals to present within a 3D collage or memory box. Mixed media approach to be used. Simple collage, construction and presentation methods explored.

Vocabulary: 
Assemblage, Ephemera, Shadow box, Unorthodox, Primary resource, Direct observation
	
Summative Assessment
Trust Common Assessment Framework: AO2 and AO4 assessment task through the completion of memory box/collage.

All tasks completed will be reviewed and relevant targets set on a feedback sheet in the front of the sketchbook to assist with AFL and progress. 


Key words from Module 3 to be tested in multiple choice/definition match low stakes test.


	

Sequencing and interleaving: further exploration of mixed media processes and observational drawing.

Teacher assessment will comment on the suitability of image and material selection fpr the task.

	
Links with Physics re: balance, reflections and change over time i.e. oxidation of Land Art and ephemeral qualities. Links with History re:concept of collections and ephemera.

Discussions around self evaluation, reflection and the persistence needed to refine/imrpoved

CURRICULUM EXTENSION TASK- Complete a drawing of your choice using a material of your choice from direct observation to include in the memory box
	
Students to show engagement with the natural world and science, showing a sense of appreciation/wonder in response to ephemera, the effects of time and memory boxes.
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Year 8 - 5
	
Thematic Study and personal project on the theme of Cubism and music


	
Substantive Knowledge:
To know key terminology and historical concepts surrounding the Cubist movement, as well as recognition of how the formal elements are used in iconic cubist pieces. The styles of three key practitioners will be compared and contrasted: Pablo Picasso, Georges Braque and Suzanne Clarke. Consolidation of the Trust Common Asssessment Framework: AO1, AO2, AO3 AO4.

Disciplinary knowledge: 
Observational drawings of musical instrument which develop as an overlapped composition. Selection of colour scheme to create a personal response, reflecting traditional or modern colour schemes. Blending within fragments should be explored and mixed media explored.

Vocabulary:
Cubism, Synthetic, Analytical, Fragment, Jouer, Line extension



	
Summative Assessment
Trust Common Assessment Framework: AO1, AO2, AO3 and AO4 assessment tasks through the completion of artist responses, material use/refinement, observational drawing and outcome.

All tasks completed will receive verbal feedback, peer reviews and self assessment whilst in progress. 


Key words from Module 4 to be tested in multiple choice/definition match low stakes test.


	
Sequencing- consolidation of previous drawing and colour theory skills, achieved with the methodical approach to delivering tasks suitable for AO1, AO2 and AO3 assessment.

Interleaving- recall and combination of previous drawing and colour theory knowledge and application of further refined skills within one outcome.


Verbal feedback and target setting will assist with the completion of ambitious outcomes for the Trust Common Assessment Framework. .

Year 8 - 6

	
Final Response to the theme of Cubism with Personal Research Page and Synaesthesia response



	
Substantive Knowledge:
To show growing independence with how to present a personal response, and what factors should influence a personal response i.e. artist research and initial sketches, material investigations and planning. To know that synaesthesia may present in numerous ways, including the multi-sensory experience of music and art.  

Disciplinary knowledge: 
To consolidate all previous learning of research, drawing and colour theory in an ambitious, personal response inspired by either modern day or traditional Cubism. A creative evaluation page will summarise key knowledge from contextual research and the strengths/weaknesses of the practical work submitted. 

Vocabulary:
As above, plus synaesthesia

	
Summative Assessment
Trust Common Assessment Framework: AO4 assessment task through the completion of final response to mixed media Cubism project

All tasks completed will receive verbal feedback, peer reviews and self assessment whilst in progress.

Summative test of Y7/8 key words with recall and application required. 

	
Sequencing- demonstration of resolved colour theory, composition and drawing skills, achieved with the realisation of a response for AO4.

Interleaving- recall of previous drawing and colour theory knowledge and application of further refined skills
