Year 9 - 1
	
Architecture Project
 
Mixed media pattern designs, composition development and print making.
 
Observational drawing inspired by Ian Murphy
 

	
Substantive Knowledge:
To recognise key features of architecture periods, spotlighting the work of Antoni Gaudi. To understand and recognise the influence of natural forms and Christian symbolism within designs. To understand how derelict spaces are used in the work of Ian Murphy and how artists have used architecture as a subject for paintings. To understand a broad range of printmaking processes and the differences between them, with particular focus on intaglio designs.   

Disciplinary Knowledge/ Skills: 
Applying weight of line, rhythm, scale and shape to pattern design compositions inspired by Gaudi.  Practising the use of a grid technique to draw and shade a Gaudi chimney design from a secondary resource, with emphasis on texture and contrast. Emphasis to be placed on contrast, line style and material exploration. Intaglio printmaking to be explored as a repeat pattern with selective colour theory embedded.

Vocabulary:
Concept, Motif, Scale, Rhythm, Repetition, Pattern, Weight of line, Art Nouveau, Composition, Wash and Bleed
	
Baseline assessment for AO3 initial drawing ability: independent use of grid technique to draw a clos-up detail of Gaudi chimney feature

Substantive Knowledge:
To understand how pattern work can be developed with colour and how this shows material investigation for AO2. To understand how distortion features within the work of Feininger and how line, shape, composition and colour make the style unique. 

Disciplinary Knowledge/ Skills: 
Colour development of monochrome design work with colour washes and layers. Construction of an abstracted line drawing based on school buildings, developed as a painting in the style of Lyonel Feininger to show colour selection, colour mixing, blending and brush control. 

Vocabulary: 
Leading lines, abstraction, line extension, fragment, distort, wash, blend, layer

Disciplinary Knowledge:
Drawing exercises to explore sculptures from a range of practitioners in order to refine tonal execution with a range of media. Development of ideas to explore graffiti backgrounds with paint, inspired by Pichi Avo to modernise traditional sculpture.

Classical, Neo-classical, Relief, Figurative, Abstract

Disciplinary knowledge: 
Small scale observational drawings of facial features. Development of personal response to Propaganda, combining carefully positioned text with a grid method portrait to celebrate icons of the school community.
